It is becoming a very busy time in UKIP circles. The season of branch AGMs has just come to a close and the
EUP election preparations are gathering momentum. Even next year’s General Election features highly in our
activities.

For example West Dorset is the seventh of the eighth Dorset parliamentary constituencies to
select their Parliamentary Candidate. On the 4™ March they chose David Glossop BEM to
represent them in Westminster.

. The EUP campaign got off to a flying start when Dorset North held a well attended and well
received public meeting in the Heritage Suite in Shaftesbury on the 7"" March. Steve Unwin spoke
first with a local flavour before Gawain Towler [left], the 3 MEP candidate for the SW, addressed
more general EU issues and finally with great authority Stuart Agnew [right] spoke mostly about
agricultural, displaying an immense in-depth knowledge. Many questions from an intelligent
audience were dealt very fully by our speakers, unfortunately unfilmed.

Agnew could stay over and address another good sized and enthusiastic audience before heading back to Norfolk
with our thanks. Committee members retiring were Betty Dandridge and Jeremy Nieboer and three joined the
committee: Steve Unwin as PC and Jo Evans, a volunteer from the nearby Mid Dorset and North Poole
Association, and Alan Reynolds, with David Baxter remaining on committee as did John Baxter as Chairman
and Charles Upton as Treasurer.

Sadly the Swanage meeting at Mowlem featuring Gawain Towler and Prof Tim Congdon on
'I Wednesday 2™ April has had to be cancelled, but for a good reason. It clashed with the

eagerly awaited TV debate between Nigel Farage and Nick Clegg on BBC2 TV. This
follows the radio debate on LBC which occurred the previous Wednesday. Chaired fairly
by Nick Ferrari both speakers made their points forcibly, with equal time allowed, resulting in a strong debate.
As expected Nick Clegg came out with much of the usual incorrect rhetoric which Nigel demolished. Clegg
clearly had no answer on the topic of University fees. There were no knockout blows but we feel it fair to say
that Nigel won the bout by a clear margin of points leaving his opponent bloodied and drained. Audience
comments indicated that Nigel had made positive ground during the hour, with the true losers being Cameron
and Milliband. An LBC poll taken immediately after the program gave a result of 57% for Nigel and 36% for
Clegg with 1,003 people polled. We look forward to the second round of this two round fight on the 2" April on
BBC 2.

' On the eve of the Farage v Clegg debate on the BBC, it is predictable what the pro-EU Clegg will state as

his big argument. Even though it has been firmly disproved, the three establishment political parties will
continue to trot out the line that if we were not part of the European Union (EU), the UK would not be
able to do any business and 3 million jobs would be lost.

There are 3 million jobs connected to our trade with the European Union, but that is because of our trade with the EU,
and not because of our membership. More importantly, we buy from the EU much more than we sell, and the customer
is king. The UK is now the worldwide number one export destination for goods from Germany. There is no prospect of a
trade war with Germany. The likes of Audi, Mercedes, and Volkswagen would not allow the German Chancellor to enter
such a war. Overall the UK is also the EU’s biggest customer, larger even than the United States. Many more EU jobs
depend on UK custom. It is obviously in the interests of the EU to have a free trade agreement with the UK to keep their
biggest customer. In any case, the Lisbon Treaty requires the EU to make a trade agreement with any nation that leaves
the EU.

As members of the EU, we are members of a customs union that forbids us legally from entering our own free trade
agreements with any part of the world. Britain would have greater global influence if we could negotiate our own trade
deals. The EU is declining as a percentage of global trade every year, and the continental interests are clearly different to
British interests.

This point is explicitly clear when it comes to free trade agreements with the Commonwealth or the rest of the English-
speaking world — who have obvious close bonds with the UK. The EU has been useless in entering free trade agreements
with Commonwealth countries. After 40 years the EU today has entered a free trade agreement with just one of the 53
other member states in the Commonwealth. Could there be a clearer example of the EU having totally different priorities
and interests than Britain?

Compared with 0.5 billion in the EU, there are 2.2 billion people in the Commonwealth — 30% of the population of the
world. They largely speak English, they share common business practices to Britain, have similar contract law, share a
common history, have parliamentary democracies and rule of law based on the British system, individual liberty and free
trade, have our Queen as the Head of the Commonwealth, and most important of all, are willing to do business with us.

Last March, Iceland, which has a population of 320,000, entered a free trade deal with China. In the world the UK is the
6th largest economy, the 8th largest manufacturer, the 5th largest trading nation, and our capital is the world’s largest
financial centre. Britain and British business would be better off out of the costly, meddling EU.

Tim Aker, UKIP's Head of Policy Unit has slammed the Tories for not fulfilling in the Budget an election
pledge to reduce Inheritance tax to a threshold of £1m for the fourth year running. He commented "UKIP has
consistently advocated the complete abolition of inheritance tax. Inheritance tax brings in under £4bn - less than
a third of what we spend on foreign aid.”

Policy Point:

In the aftermath of the tragic floods in the UK Nigel Farage has called for the return of a Civil Defence Corps to
harness the expertise of volunteers to help respond to disasters and major emergencies. He said the disbanding of
Britain’s civil defence organisation way back in 1968 was a huge mistake, leaving volunteers with expertise in
particular areas not knowing who to contact in order to help out in a crisis.
