What is Dorset OUT? Dorset OUT is a way of providing a coherent unified approach to 

imparting knowledge and information about why we should leave the EU. It is aimed at 

countering the Yes campaign that is mega-funded by the EU, and promoted by most of 

the media such as the BBC, by big business, by most MEPs and MPs [and not just British 

ones], by most senior civil servants and others with an axe to grind about the UK or 

with vested interests in the EU. 

There are a number of organisations, some listed in the supplement, who believe as UKIP 

does that we should leave the EU so as not to be subsumed into the EU Superstate, thus 

losing our identity, currency, independence, sovereignty, and democracy and very much 

more.

Unheeded and suppressed advice from the Lord Chancellor Lord Kilmuir in 1961: 
"It is clear ... that the (European) Council of Ministers could ... make regulations which would be binding on us 

even against our wishes, and which would, in fact, become for us part of the law of the land. For Parliament to do 

this would go far beyond the most extensive delegation of powers, even in wartime, that we have experienced and 

I do not think there is any likelihood of this being acceptable to the House of Commons ... we should have 

therefore to accept a position where Parliament had no more power to repeal its own enactments ... we could only 

comply with our obligations under the Treaty if Parliament abandoned its right of passing independent judgment 

on legislative proposals put before it." 

As the end of August approaches we have learned without surprise that net immigration has risen to an all time, 

with 330,000 more entering, mostly from EU countries, than are leaving. How can it be any other way without 

proper controls on who is entering our country? Even Germany is looking to reintroduce some border control. 

Funny how Merkel and Co can do this whilst the UK struggles to do so. So much for level playgrounds. 
 

‘All Votes Are Equal, But Some Are More Equal Than Others ……‘   

The 2015 General Election result has shown the urgent need for electoral reform. No system that produces gross 

anomalies whereby 1.5m SNP voters get 56 seats and 3.9m UKIP voters get just 1, can command long term public 

respect. This issue will not be addressed by Labour or the Conservatives because of their own tribal self-interest, 

which they will always put above the long term good of the country.     

The LibDems blew a unique opportunity to secure electoral reform when they held the balance of power in May

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2010. Unfortunately they (and regrettably UKIP too), chose to hitch their wagon to AV (Alternative Vote), an 

obscure idea which few people (including the LibDems) understood, and which the public rightly rejected in a 

referendum. The way is therefore clear for UKIP, perhaps with other disadvantaged parties such as the Greens, to 

produce some ‘blue skies’ thinking to deal with the injustices of the current system.  

With 640 MP’s, Britain is probably one of the most over-governed countries in the developed world. The US 

Senate gets by with just 200. The number of MP’s at Westminster could easily be reduced to 400 without 

detriment to the efficient governance of the country, or significant loss of democratic accountability. The savings 

to the hard pressed UK taxpayer would be substantial. 

As communications technology develops ever more rapidly, the constraint of distance diminishes, as does the 

need to have a local representative always on the spot. However the role of a constituency based MP remains an 

important one, which many people still value. Reform proposals that keep half of the Commons elected as 

Constituency MPs, but the other half elected under proportional representation (People‘s MPs), could prove very 

popular.   

Voters at a General Election would have 2 ballot papers; one to vote for their Constituency MP; the other to vote 

for a Party, with the resultant MP‘s being elected by proportional representation depending on their position on 

the party’s list . This would diminish the importance of ‘tactical’ voting. People could still vote tactically, against 

the person or party they don’t want to get in, but they could also cast a ‘conscience’ vote for the party that reflects 

what they truly believe. 

We need to look at the Upper Chamber of Parliament too. The 780 member House of Lords is now second only to 

the People’s Congress of Communist China (pop 1.4 bn) as the largest electoral chamber in the world. The once 

respected hereditary peers (who often had no party allegiance, so were truly independent, objective critics of 

government), have largely been replaced by personal cronies, party donors and political failures.  

The Upper House is fast becoming a dumping ground; a septic tank of political patronage at its worst.  As David 

Cameron proceeds to stuff the House with yet more political cronies, adding 50  unwanted ‘Lords’ to an already 

bloated chamber, there is an opportunity here too, for UKIP to generate some practical, popular ideas for reform.  

Halving their numbers would be a good start. 

An elected Upper House might be part of the answer, but it runs the danger of generating yet more politicians; 

place-men and women who owe their primary allegiance to their party machine. Maybe a quarter of the places 

could be allocated on a rolling one-year cycle for members of the public, selected at random (in the manner of 

jury service), with legal guarantees of job protection and compensation for loss of earnings while away? The 

remainder could be appointed by an Independent Royal Commission every 3 years, and could comprise a range of 

professional and technical experts; eminent people from all walks of life, as well as religious leaders of different 

faiths.   

Such reforms would ensure that the House of Lords reflects the diversity of modern British society and fulfils 

once more, its primary purpose; to scrutinise and hold the Commons to account.
