There is now a possibility of a District Council By-election in Alderholt in 2016. [Have we a candidate in
readiness?] lan Monks has stood down after removing Cllir Mike Dyer from the chairmanship of the East Dorset
Environment committee. It is not yet clear whether the council will opt for a by-election in Feb/ March or wait
to coincide with the PPC elections on the 5" May 2016. This resignation is after Cllr Monks appeared in the
press apparently supporting the proposed Supercouncil without full consultation with fellow council members.
The council subsequently voted against exploring the options for unitary councils. At this meeting Councillor
Dyer said he would be voting against, saying: "The argument that we are only gathering information is flawed
by a timescale which could result in a decision to become unitary before the next local elections, and to pursue
an agenda based purely on economic growth is one-sided. It is a direction of travel which we don't need to go
down."

If you believe the leading councillors, the media and government the thorny subject of Supercouncils is just to
amalgamate the local councils to save money. To date however there is little proof that they have saved as much
as a brass farthing and costs continue to rise and services become less by the day and controlled more remotely.
Those who have followed the various EU treaties and the statements of their founding fathers will be aware that
saving money is not the aim of the exercise. Jean Monet, a founding father of the EU, stated back in the 1920s
that people should be led into a United States of Europe without their knowledge, bit by bit, each on purely
financial grounds. Here lies what is behind the Supercouncils. The East Dorset District Council is already in the
process of amalgamating with Christchurch BC, something which has caused havoc behind scenes.. The plan
will no doubt be that all Dorset councils will eventually join together, just as other SW counties do the same.
Eventual they in turn will join to form a South West Regional Council. With this being repeated country-wide
the new Supercouncils will take over the implementation of the EU diktats and regulation. Westminster will
become redundant and close. Already 42 senior councillors go regularly to Brussels to do just this. Supercouncils
are no more than the EU’s regionalisation and should not be encouraged.

In Cumbria and other parts of the country we are seeing horrendous flooding rending thousands of homes
uninhabitable. The rains are indeed heavy and long-lasting. However it is sad that the situation has been made
so much worse by the EU. The European Water Framework Directive (EWF) became UK law in 2000. This
stopped the UK government funding the dredging the rivers on the grounds of protecting the wildlife in the river
beds [... a primary obligation to achieve ‘good ecological status’ for our national rivers”]. In 2014 we saw
how this hastened problems in the Somerset levels. Minimal clearance unfunded by the EU/Westminster
governments can be carried out provided it does not affect the ecology! [See Philip Walling -
http://alturl.com/uiycx ]. Out of the EU the proper maintenance of our rivers would protect people and their
properties. Also the recent floods have shown exactly why there are floodplains near rivers. It is essential that

these are created Ramsars [ www.ramsar.org ] and ban any building on them. The current short-sighted policy
of protecting a few aquatic creatures is doing untold damage to wildlife near the flooding areas as well as ruining
crops and homes. Holland had terrible flooding in 1953 which killed 1,800 people. Although this was flooding
from the North Sea perhaps we should call upon their expertise to assist in creating effective flood defences in
the UK. This destruction of our environment, homes and livelihoods is yet another reason to leave the EU to
enable us to regain control of all aspects of our life.
