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We are now in the excellent position of knowing when the referendum on leaving or staying in the EU is to be 

held. Thursday 23rd June 2016. Also we know who many more of our friends are and who we have to counter.  

The date is good for us as the Lisbon Treaty has a clause that states that after March 2017 no referendum would 

be legally binding. We now have to get behind the big groups that are advocating leaving the EU. Nigel Farage 

favours Grassroots Out, and Leave.EU is considered favourably. Locally of course there is Dorset OUT which 

provides a local focus. As yet we do not know which group is to be the Electoral Commission’s lead group. The 

successful group will have the biggest permissible spending budget, £7million, far more than any of the others 

[£700,000 each]. The lead organisations will get a grant worth up to £600,000, campaign broadcasts and free 

mailing. 

So who are the political giants now supporting the OUT campaign? The list changes daily but we now know 

that the Conservative MPs are very split -   

Locally: Connor Burns [Bournemouth West]; Christopher Chope [Christchurch]; Desmond Swayne [New 

Forest West]; Richard Drax [South Dorset] support Brexit. Simon Hoare [North Dorset] and Tobias Ellwood 

[Bournemouth East] want to remain in the EU. Robert Syms [Poole} and Michael Tomlinson [Mid-Dorset & 

North Poole] are still sitting on the fence. 

Nationally more than 110 Tory MPs are supportive. These include Boris Johnson, Michael Gove, Bill Cash, 

George Eustace [former Ukipper], Ian Duncan Smith, Theresa Villiers, Tom Pursglove [of Grassroots OUT], 

Chris Grayling, David Davis, Edward Leigh, Bernard Jenkin, Peter Lilley, Philip Hollobone, Nadine Dorries, 

Jacob Rees-Mogg, Owen Patterson, Michael Fabricant, Liam Fox [of Grassroots OUT]; Penny Mordaunt; Zac 

Goldsmith, Peter Bone [of Grassroots OUT], Priti Patel, Steve Baker, John Whittingdale, and John Redwood.  

It even seems that Nigel Farage’s lack of success in the General Election was not the disaster we all thought it 

was – Thanet South MP Craig Mackinley supports the out campaign!  Former Ukipper and now Tory MEP 

David Campbell Bannerman is also for OUT. 

Additionally so is Mr Marmite himself, George Galloway of the Respect Party. Fewer than 10% of Labour’s 

MP support the OUT movement. These include Kate Hoey [of Grassroots OUT]; Frank Field, Graham Stringer,   

and Khalid Mahmood. Northern Ireland’s Democratic Unionist MP Sammy Wilson is also for OUT. 

 

 

 

 

Angela Merkel’s colleague Gunther Krichbaum is scaremongering in the run up to the referendum.  The head 

of the Bundestag’s EU affairs committee claims that the UK cannot survive on its own and believed that 

crippling tariffs would be placed on British exports to the EU. What a crass comment to make!  Two simple 

statistics make a total nonsense of such a mad claim. The UK does export to the EU – to the tune of €230bn in 

goods and services [2014 figures]. However the UK is the biggest market for EU goods and services, importing 

€289bn [2014]. Clearly we buy more than we sell. If the EU levies import duties we can retaliate. The EU has 

more to lose than the UK.  Trade deals will be created very swiftly otherwise Mercedes, BMW, VW. Volvo, 

Fiat Seat, Renault, Peugeot and Italian supercar manufacturers will lose a massive market and not they will not 

stand for it. Just think of the reaction of the French Farmers! 

In reality the EU has lots to fear from our Brexit. The UK provides the second biggest financial support for the 

EU, whilst many countries are net recipients. The removal of our contributions could conceivably cause the end 

of the EU, especially if other countries move toward the exit. Therefore the EU will do and say all it can to stop 

Brexit. 

There is an increasing rise in feeling that in the event of Brexit the aftermath will depend on who is in charge 

of the Conservatives. It is thought that if Cameron is left to run the 2 year negotiations promised in the Lisbon 

Treaty we might end up with a Norway style membership at best or something even closer to full membership. 

A more Eurosceptic leader may demand a less binding agreement. Clearly the Germans etc. will make it as 

difficult as possible and may even delay things over the 2 years. Therefore we must campaign for the repeal by 



Westminster of the European Communities Act 1972, which some would argue was illegal in the first place as 

existing British Law of the time stated that governments could not bind their successors to any particular 

legislation. If we could be dismantling our membership by using the repeal, there should be a cleaner and more 

independent result. We must campaign for this route to be taken so as to exert as much pressure on the 

negotiations. 

I attended a quarterly meeting of the Dorset Police and Crime Panel (PCP) earlier this month. 

The PCP is where the panel [1], consisting of 15 councillors and 2 independent experts,  gets 

the opportunity to quiz the elected Police and Crime Commissioner (PCC) on his performance 

in holding the Chief Constable to account. 

During this meeting, backed up by the minutes, the Commissioner had to admit that, in 

Dorset, crime had increased by 14 percent, whilst police numbers had decreased by four 

percent. 

That four percent reduction in police officer numbers means there are now 44 fewer police leaving just 1,177 

officers to cover the whole of Dorset. Think of a 24 hour, 365 days a year service over the size of the county 

and you can see how thinly they are spread and what the likely outcome of any police cuts on crime would be. 

There also appear to be more ‘efficiencies’ identified for the future. 

This is despite the current PCCs 2012 election commitment to have more police on the beat as well as his 

recent inflation busting rise in the police precept that will be added to your council tax bill this coming year. 

Last year police forces across the country were faced with even more swingeing cuts to their funding from 

central government. The only response from the current crop of Police and Crime Commissioners was to either 

just accept them with nothing more than a murmur (as the current Dorset PCC did) or threaten legal action 

against the government, which five Tory PCCs and two Labour PCCs undertook to do - but at a cost to the 

taxpayer of course. 

Police numbers down, crime going up and local taxpayers forking out more for the privilege is the exact 

opposite of what the public expects from its elected officials. Also, bear in mind that the population of the 

country is increasing by half a million or so a year with, we are told, more taxpayers - surely we need to be 

increasing police officer numbers and funding in line with this without having to increase either central or local 

tax rates? Especially as the Chancellor, George Osborne, keeps telling us all about the ‘long term economic 

plan’ that he says gives us a strong economy - where’s the money for the police George? 

We need Police and Crime Commissioners who are prepared to take the fight to Whitehall to get the money 

the police need to keep us safe. UKIP has a track record of pushing until it gets a result - remember that 

without UKIP there would have been no EU In/Out referendum! 

We need UKIP PCCs across the country working together to reverse these shameful cuts. 

We need UKIP PCCs to point out that police cuts are a direct result of current government policies that ensure 

we shovel billions abroad every year to the EU and in foreign aid to despots' bank accounts as well as letting 

the richest companies off from paying their full share of tax. 

We need UKIP PCCs that will push to reduce the paperwork imposed on the police so allowing them quickly 

back out on patrol. 

On Thursday May 5th 2016 the voters of Dorset get the opportunity to choose a new Police and Crime 

Commissioner at the PCC and local council elections. Ensure you vote and make your voice heard! 

If elected as the PCC for Dorset I will fight hard for Dorset Police and push tirelessly to get more officers where 

everyone wants them - on the beat, talking to people, getting to know their patch, dealing with crime and 

deterring potential perpetrators.
