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A trip down Memory L ane ï by John Butler. Part 3    

Meanwhile behind the fake ‘prosperity’ generated by the credit bubble, the real business of New Labour was being 

conducted; the cultural revolution and the creation of a publicly funded, political client base that would ensure perpetual 

Labour government.  

In their 1997 manifesto, Labour promised to ótake firm control over immigrationô. Yet in secret, they conspired to 

promote mass uncontrolled migration to the UK to órub the rightôs noses in diversityô. The EU’s open borders, enlarged 

in 2004 to include Eastern Europe, gave then the perfect opportunity. The annual net migration figure quadrupled under 

Labour, from 48,000 (1997) to 198,000 (2009). (it’s now over 500,000). Much of the extra public money Labour had 

spent on public services was very quickly cancelled out by the extra demands on those services created by the import 

of large numbers of low or unskilled migrant workers.  

Culturally under New Labour, Britain ceased to be a country governed by Christian principles. Family life and tradition 

was undermined at every turn; an aggressive, politically correct secularism replaced Christianity at the heart of 

government and its laws. The ‘rights’ of aggressive and vocal minorities were promoted everywhere and anywhere at 

the expense of the majority population. Anyone who dared to criticise this was demonised and howled down, intimidated 

and threatened by a battery of politically correct legalism and state funded lawyers, spawned by New Labour’s ’Hate 

Crime’ legislation and the Human Rights Act.   

By the time Tony skipped out of the party, leaving the unpaid bills on the doormat for Gordon to deal with, Labour’s 

economic mirage had evaporated, but by then most of the damage had been done. As the British people began to realise 

what was happening, it almost seemed too late.  Much of Middle England awoke to the uneasy feeling that this was no 

longer their country; they were strangers in a strange land.   

And what a strange land Britain had become. A country more crowded, more stressed, more insecure, more addicted, 

more dishonest, more impoverished, more aggressive, more ill-tempered, more fearful, more indebted and more 

fragmented than ever before. Britain’s Christian heritage which had formed the foundations of its constitution, 

government and society, now seemed to be not only a thing of the past, but something to be actively discriminated 

against. For Britain’s old working class this new land was a particularly dark place; its young people shut out of the job 

market by a tide of imported cheap labour; cast adrift on a sea of welfare dependency, with the most vulnerable 

communities blighted by industrial scale gambling, alcoholism, gang violence and drug addiction.   

And somehow along the way, governmental institutions at all levels had gone from being the servants of the people to 

their masters, spawning countless progeny in the form of wealth consuming quangos.  Between 1997 - 2007, the number 

of quangos rose to more than 2,500; an increase of 41%, costing an annual £123.8bn. 77% of those appointed to quangos 

who declared a political background, were Labour supporters. Funny that. 

So lest we forget, under 13 years of Labour government from 1997- 2010: 

(1)  The rich got richer, the poor got poorer, while social mobility all but disappeared; 

(2)  We wasted vast sums of money and lives on a succession of illegal, futile foreign wars (Kosovo, Iraq, Afghanistan);  

(3) The UK National Debt doubled to over £1 trillion; 

(4) Our children’s and grandchildren’s future was mortgaged (estimates varying from £2.5 trillion - £4 trillion) by 

Gordon Brown’s Private Finance Initiatives; money which future generations will have to pay back;  

(5) To fuel a false consumer boom, unsecured individual debt spiraled to £1.4 trillion, putting many of the most 

vulnerable and impoverished at the mercy of criminal loan sharks;  

(6) Out of sheer political spite, Britain’s doors were opened to an unprecedented tide of mass immigration, driving down 

wages and working conditions for British youngsters, increasing youth unemployment and placing an unsustainable 

burden on all public-sector services; 

(7) The relaxation of licensing laws fueled unrestricted casino gambling and round the clock drinking. This blighted the 

lives of many of Britain’s most deprived communities, as well as those most prone to addiction; 

(8) Private sector pensions, once the envy of the world, were all but destroyed, condemning millions to old age poverty 

or ‘work till you drop’. 

That’s quite a charge sheet. Jeremy Corbyn will try to convince you that Labour’s changed, now that we have a party 

of ‘real’ Socialism (God forbid!). Yet many of the culprits are still there on the Labour benches; all the BlairBrown 

followers unreformed, unrepentant, in denial, having learned nothing at all; just waiting ‘their turn’ to get back in. The 

consequences of their folly remain with us today and haven’t even begun to be put right yet.
